What is RART?
RART is the Readers Advisory Round Table, and is a subunit of the Minnesota Library Association. RART’s goal is to provide a forum for discussion about adult and young adult books, both fiction and non-fiction. Members share information about books and authors from the point of view of reader’s advisory services most frequently in public libraries. There are opportunities to share techniques and expertise in book talking and “on the spot reader’s advisory.”
RART Retreat

Each spring RART hosts a retreat, bringing together members of the profession who are interested in improving their reader’s advisory skills, learning more about the world of books, and sharing their experiences. 
Retreats are held on a Saturday and usually have several sessions. For the past several years our guests have been interesting speakers, usually one or more local authors and/ or a representative of a local publishing company. Topics covered include audio books, inspirational fiction, book clubs for men and sports. It is also an opportunity to meet and learn from colleagues. 
RART sponsors sessions at the MLA conference.

RART has also assisted in hosting the One Book One Conference title each year along with MLA’s past president.  The round table also sponsors related sessions at the conference either as a solo unit or by partnering with other unit.  RART also began hosting a “Happy Hour” during the conference where RART members and non-members can have a lively discussion on books.

Newsletters

Since 2005 RART has produced newsletters with the goal of sharing events around the state, recent articles and tips for reader’s advisory.
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
