Annual Meeting 2010

October 7, 2010

1. Call to Order
The business meeting was called to order at 6:13 p.m. with 11 members present.
2. Approval of Minutes from 2009 Meeting (Emily Asch)
The minutes of the 2009 meeting were approved as presented without any corrections.

3.  By-laws presentation (Emily Asch)

Emily Asch pointed out that the changes were made to our TSS bylaws that were voted on at the 2009 TSS business meeting.   The TSS executive committee will be reviewing them again this year and sharing proposed changes to the membership before the 2011 TSS business meeting.

4. Budget presentation (Emily Asch)

Emily Asch reported that TSS has a small budget this year that we need to spend before the end of the calendar year.  She proposed the question “how do we want to spend our money?”  The following is a list of suggestions brainstormed by the group

· Host an online event 

· Host a social event at the MLA Annual Conference next year

· Co-sponsor an event  with ARLD or Minitex

· Get more involved with other MLA sections/divisions like PLD or SSPIN (the branch out conference was mentioned

· Sponsor a session at EQS

· TSS Forum

Executive committee could gather and put a list of events together to better inform the membership of events TSS could get more involved in.

The comment was made that it would be nice to co-sponsor an event with Minitex, given the short amount of time to spend the funds for this year.  Two ideas were mentioned:

· Offering a scholarship for the Dec. 8 2010 Minitex MarcEdit workshop

· Give away a free RDA Toolkit subscription

After much discussion, the funds will be spent on 2 scholarships to attend the Dec. 8 2010 Minitex MarcEdit workshop.

5. Updates

a.  Minitex (Carla Dewey-Urban) - Minitex has been ramping up RDA training.   There will be an RDA presentation by Mark Ehlert, Minitex, at the Minnesota Innovative Users Group meeting on Oct. 19th, 2010.  There are currently two online sessions offered on RDA (an introductory session for catalogers and a session for non-catalogers).  There is an in person copy cataloging with RDA workshop being developed.  In general, there will be a mix of both online and in person training.  Edward Swanson, though now retired, is still part of the NACO funnel project.  You can still send your questions to him.  Carla described the Google Books/HathiTrust project with the CIC institutions.  Minitex is representing University Libraries by participating in a copyright project to verify whether the Google Book digitized copies held by HathiTrust are out of copyright.  If they are, online access is opened up to the full resource.  She described the process of verification, the database that tracked the project and their progress at this stage.

b.  MOTSE (Carla Dewey-Urban) – Call for volunteer trainers was issued.  Contact Carla Dewey Urban or Chris Olson (MELSA) if interested in training (especially on RDA).
c.  ALCTS/CRG (Emily Asch) – Described ALCTS Council of Regional Groups meetings she has attended at ALA Annual and Midwinter.  She would like more involvement in this group from MLA TSS.  She will continue to forward communications from this group to the TSS listserv and report on our activities.
6. Conference program review and brainstorming (Marcia Semerau)

· PALS and open source with Stephen Elfstrand, Jennifer Turner and Linda Richter, Friday, October 8th, 9:30 AM - 10:45 AM
